2. Proposal: action/measures in solving the problem

Acknowledge your role: identify your accountability in solving the problem.
Describe your ideal results: e.g., from legal, technological or other
perspectives

Identify your obstacles: what is getting in the way? What are the biggest
barriers?

Create your strategies: identify the strategies or measures in overcoming the

possible challenges and problems.

3. Conclusion: impact assessments

Identify the likely outcomes of the proposal, e.g., the economic and/or social

benefits.
